Equality Review Report. It is a 21-month leadership programme designed to support women

- Ms. Suvi Mikkonen from Finland was selected by WT, through the Taekwondo for All 

Committee, as a beneficiary of the programme. She will attend online sessions and a residential 

session in the UK from August 20-26, 2023. She will also attend sport specific sessions with 

Ms. Myriam Baverel, from France, who was selected as a Taekwondo mentor. (Claudia) 

- Thanks to the trust and support from WT, being part of the WISH programme is the perfect 

opportunity to further develop the skills and capacities needed to achieve the next level in the 

career as a coach. (Suvi) 

- The sessions attended so far focused on what we want to achieve at the residential session and 

throughout the programme. Looking forward, the mentor sessions with Ms. Myriam will 

provide the necessary advice, networking and experience required to face the challenges which 

are part of coaching at a high-performance level. (Suvi) 

- Happy to meet all the Committee members and looking forward for the next meeting with 

updates from the programme. (Suvi) 

- All members of the committee wished Suvi all the best and looking forward to follow up her 

development as a coach and use her experience as a platform for further female coach 

development.
